1. Reception of any MMC command other than STOP_TRANSMISSION (CMD12) or 
GO_IDLE_STATE (CMD0) when the MMC Data layer state machine is not in DD_Idle 
will result in indeterminate behavior. 

2. Host transmission of RW_MULTIPLE_REGISTER (CMD60) or a FAST_IO (CMD39) 
write for the Command register while the ATA state machine is not in state DA_Idle is 
illegal and results in indeterminate device behavior. 

 

CE-ATA does not allow another ATA command to be issued while the ATA layer is processing a 
previously issued ATA command.
